Stonington Cruising Club
Membership Process

In order to insure equitable and uniform consideration of all candidates
for membership into the Stonington Cruising Club, the following
process shall be applied in each case:

e Prior to applying for membership the candidate must participate
in a weekend on the water event that includes the participation of
at least 3 SCC boats including the applicant’s sponsor

e Additional interviews will be conducted by the Membership
Committee if deemed necessary by the Director of Membership

o The applicant - for membership shall provide his sponsor a
personal boating biography and the candidate’s reasons for
seeking membership and expectations if approved.

¢ This information shall be submitted to the SCC Director of
Membership by the applicant’s sponsor as part of personal letter
of nomination.

e Upon review of these documents, the Membership Committee
shall make a recommendation to the SCC Board composed of the
Directors who will vote on the question of membership. The
Candidates qualifications and supporting documents shall be
evaluated by the Board as part of the process to make a
membership decision. A simple majority is required to approve
the candidate. In the event that a Director is the sponsor of the
applicant, that director shall recuse himself from the vote. In the
event of a tie vote, the Commodore shall cast the deciding vote.

o The determination of membership shall be made within one
month following submission of the necessary documents to the
Membership Committee.
